Lyrics add information to the music to enhance or modify the mood.  In theatrical no lyrics are used so the music alone must convey the mood.  As she flies over the big alley, the emotion is flat except for the sound effect.  As she rolls down the stairs, you just hear the thumping.  In the redub the lyrics add an additional layer describing what the actor is doing.  As she goes over the big alley the lyrics describe her as “Flying Free”.  She is waiting to catch her breath and sees a window far away.  Lyrics can have a great impact on the viewer’s emotions.
Lyrics add information to the music to enhance or modify the mood.  In theatrical version, no lyrics are used so the music alone must convey the mood.  As she flies over the big alley, the emotional response is flat.  As she rolls down the stairs, you hear the thumping but no other emotion is generated. Watching her fly over the big alley, the emotional response is flat.  As she rolls down the stairs, you hear the thumping but no other emotion is generated.  In the redub the lyrics add an additional layer describing what the actor is doing.  As she goes over the big alley the lyrics describe her as “Flying Free”.  Prior to diving through the window and rolling down the stairs, she catches her breath and sees a window that the lyrics describe as far away.  Also as she is rolling down the stairs, the lyrics “we carry on” imply that she will survive and continue her quest.  Lyrics have a great impact on the viewer’s changing emotions.
