Time Capsule Project
This poster project will guide the students to an understanding of the main features of what defines a culture.  The students will select one value and further define it as to beliefs, norms and will refine them as to ideal or real.

You will select one of the following cultural universals.  

· Bodily adornments

· Courtship

· Education

· Family 

· Marriage

· Music

· Personal names

· Population control

· Puberty customs

· Soul concepts

· Trade
You will create a poster that will tell what values/descriptions you feel will best describe the adolescent culture of the Pacific Northwest in the year 2005 to a society 150 years from now with respect to that value.
In addition to identifying the universal, you will include an explanation: 

1. Why you selected that universal.
Requirements 

A sheet of butcher paper four feet long, it is three foot wide.  Fold the paper length wise and then widthwise.  This will give you a piece of paper divided into four areas.  The four areas will hold the four parts of the poster project.

Values

You will select one value that defines good bad, right wrong idea of the cultural universal.  You will print out just black & white pictures and a printed description of what your pictures represents.

Belief

You will select one belief that supports your idea of the value.  The belief will include black & white pictures and a printed description of what your pictures represent as well as a description of how that belief supports the statements in the value section.  

Norms

Provide two norms with black & white pictures and a printed description of what your pictures represent as well as a description of how the society views or “enforces” that belief.  You may use either a folkway or more.  Remember a folkway is a mild enforcement and a moré is a harsher enforcement.
Ideal vs Real

Select one belief and describe how we fell about it and how the real life views it. Include black & white pictures and a printed description of what your pictures represent.
